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The Danube Programme Office of Studio Metropolitana has organised an international workshop in the framework of 
the Main Street Danube Programme. The workshop involved creative activities by students of foreign and Hungarian 
universities with the objective to support the structure plan of the Main Street Danube Strategy. The intensive dialogue, 
the unconventional ideas and the use of international experience will contribute to the success of the Main Street Danube 
project. Besides, the application of the new type of structure planning may give considerable boost to the elaboration of 
the urban development concept as well.
During the 4-day long workshop 50 young experts participated representing 5 countries. In the framework of the 
workshop, four multidisciplinary workshops worked on the elaboration of an efficient structure. They sought a solution 
to creating a more attractive and liveable Budapest for both Hungarians and foreigners. The detailed summary of the 
Danube Workshop can be downloaded from the Danube Programme Office’s website (http://foutca.dunaprogramiroda.

We believe that the emerging Danube Macro region and the Danube Strategy provide a great opportunity for European 
integration but it is also a complex challenge which can only be addressed by joining forces. This transitional process 
has various points of views but we believe that the views of the cities along the Danube are paramount in the process of 
democratic transition, integration and in the development of a coherent urban and regional policy-making. The Danube 
Workshop was a pilot programme in this development and cultural transition process. The students and their lecturers 
involved in the program indicated their willingness to participate in further activities of the programme, let they be int he 
forms of seminars or summer workshops

The results of the Danube Workshop have been integrated in the first chapter of the Proposal.
